	Accident Procedure



An accident is defined as any occurrence involving MCC members or guests, e.g. Day Members, while engaged in any Club activity where somebody has been injured. 
The following guidelines should be followed by those in attendance.  They are not intended to be a substitute for formal first aid training:
· Stay calm but act swiftly and observe the situation. Is there danger of further injuries?
· Listen to what the injured person is saying.
· If local to the club, alert the first-aider who should take appropriate action for minor injuries. If away from the club alert those most qualified to deal with minor injuries.
· In the event of an injury requiring specialist treatment, call the emergency services.
· Deal with the rest of the group and ensure that they are adequately supervised.
· Do not move someone with major injuries. Wait for the emergency medics.
· Contact the injured person's parent/carer. If this information cannot be obtained from the injured person refer to the list of person’s attending the away trip or call the Membership Secretary on 01737 766435
· Complete an incident/accident report form.  There is both a British Canoeing form, and a Club-specific form.  Both these are available linked from the website under “Contact Us”
At all Club activities there must be appropriate means of contacting emergency services at all times. When on the water those in charge must ensure that somebody is carrying a mobile phone in working order and have the necessary numbers stored when not 999 e.g. coast guards when at sea. 
On away trip a list must be made of the emergency contact numbers for all those attending.
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
