Maidstone Canoe Club is fully committed to safeguarding and promoting the well-being of all its members. The club believes that it is important that members, coaches, administrators and parents associated with the club should, at all times, show respect and understanding for the safety and welfare of others. Therefore, members are encouraged to be open at all times and to share any concerns or complaints that they may have about any aspect of the club with   Catherine Dacey the Club Welfare Officer.

As a member of Maidstone Canoe Club, you are expected to abide by the following junior code of practice:

· All members must play within the rules and respect officials and their decisions.
·  All members must respect the rights, dignity and worth of all participants regardless of age, gender, ability, race, cultural background, religious beliefs or sexual identity.
· Members should keep to agreed timings for training and competitions or inform their coach or team manager if they are going to be late.
· Junior Members must stay under the supervision of a Responsible Paddler at all times while participating in Club activities.  
· Junior Members must make sure the Responsible Paddler for that session has access to emergency contact details and relevant medical conditions for them.
· When leaving the Club, ensure that you have told the Responsible Paddler that you are going, and retrieve your membership card (or other contact detail document) from them.
· Members must wear suitable kit:
For those paddling in racing K1s and K2s 

Buoyancy Aids:  All beginners and others at the discretion of 
the coach running the session
For all other Junior Paddlers:

Buoyancy Aids at all times when on the water

Helmets when paddling on or near white water 

Cags when paddling in the winter

Spray Decks on white water and on the sea
· Junior members must not use the training equipment, e.g. weights without permission of a coach, who must be present.
· Members must pay any fees for training or events promptly.
· Junior members are not allowed to smoke on club premises or whilst representing the club at competitions.
· Junior members are not allowed to consume alcohol or drugs of
any kind on the club premises or whilst representing the club.
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
